You may recall that this issue has been
raised on several occasions over the past years, and that UNESCO has made
known immediately its deep concern on this subject to the Permanent Delegation
of lsrael to UNESCO, requesting that these concerns be transmitted to the
relevant lsraeli authorities,

developments linked to this subject and I stand ready to discuss this matter with
you at a convenient time.
