This is in response to your Regional Administrative Remedy Appeal received in this office on 
August 28, 2008, in which you allege you were inappropriately placed in the Communication
Management Unit (CMU).  You believe your placement at the CMU violates your constitutional rights. 
You request a transfer.

We have reviewed your appeal and the Warden’s response dated August 1, 2008.  The Bureau of
Prisons has the authority to make designation assignments they deem appropriate and necessary to
ensure the safe and orderly operation of its facilities, and the protection of the public.  You were
transferred to the CMU so that additional monitoring of your communication could be accomplished. 
This was deemed necessary due to your current offense of Conspiracy to Murder, Kidnap, and Maim
Persons in a Foreign Country, Conspiracy to Provide Material Support to Terrorism and Material
Support to Terrorists.  Additionally, you maintained significant communication and association with
foreign terrorist organizations.  You have provided insufficient evidence that your placement violates
your constitutional rights, is inappropriate, or contrary to agency policy.  

Based on the above information, your Regional Administrative Remedy Appeal is denied.

If you are dissatisfied with this response, you may appeal to the Office of General Counsel, Federal
Bureau of Prisons, 320 First Street, NW, Washington, DC 20534.  Your appeal must be received in the
Office of General Counsel within 30 days from the date of this response.

Part B - Response 

 

 

This is in response to your Central Office Administrative Remedy  in which you appeal 

your placement in the Communications Management Unit (CMU).  You claim your 

placement in the CMU violates your Constitutional rights and no due process was followed 

in placing you in this unit.  You request to be transferred to a general population facility 

that is closer to your home as recommended by the sentencing judge. 

 

The Bureau of Prisons (Bureau) has the authority to make housing unit and institution 

assignments that support the security and orderly operation of the institution.  The CMU 

was established to house inmates that due to their current offense, offense conduct, or 

other information, require increased monitoring of  communication between inmates and 

persons in the community in order to protect the safety, security, and orderly operation of 

Bureau facilities, and the public.  The CMU is a self-contained general population housing 

unit that can house all security levels and provides for greater management of an inmate’s 

communication.  Designation to the CMU is not punitive. 

 

Our review revealed the Warden and Regional Director’s responses have adequately 

advised you of the reasons for your placement in the CMU which warrant greater 

management of your communications and we find no need to elaborate.  You have been 

appropriately designated to the CMU.  Your transfer to the CMU was not a disciplinary 

sanction, therefore, there are no due process rights attached to this administrative 

decision.  As for the sentencing  judge’s recommendation, the Bureau makes every effort 

to satisfy a judicial recommendation, however, Congress has given the Bureau sole 

discretionary authority to designate an inmate’s place of confinement under 18 U.S.C. § 

3621(b).  Inmates have no entitlement to placement in a particular institution.  Staff will 

continue to monitor your case during regularly scheduled program reviews.  We concur 

with the responses provided.
