1. | am a sophomore at Fordham University majoring in urban studies and minoring
in computer science. | submit this Affidavit in support of Petitioners’ request for an Order of
Judgment compelling Fordham to recognize Students for Justice in Palestine (SJP). | have
personal knowledge of the facts set forth in this Affidavit.

2. | first became interested in joining SJP during the fall 2016 semester, after 1 met

2 I went to my first meeting in January 2017, shortly after Dean Eldredge vetoed
the formation of SJP.
