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1. On 25 June 2019, the Afghanistan Human Rights and Democracy Organization, 

Afghanistan Human Rights Organization, Afghanistan Forensic Science 

Organization, Feminine Solidarity for Justice Organization, and Afghan Victims’ 

Families Association requested leave to jointly make submissions as an amicus curiae 

party (“Request”).1 This filing provides notice that 12 additional human rights 

organizations based in Afghanistan now join the Request.2
